Discuss your leadership ability and potential.  Include an explanation of why you feel you are qualified to participate in the conference.  Also, discuss your expectations of how this conference will enhance your leadership ability and potential and support you in reaching your life goals.

Essay 2 – Comparative Autobiography
Name an individual that you would consider a model leader and explain why.  Then, compare and contrast how your life has lined up against that person’s life.  Include specific events and choices that have influenced you as a person and as a leader.
Essay 3 – Hypothesis
Write a persuasive piece on whether the American dream is obtainable and to whom it is obtainable.  Be sure to include your definition of the American dream in this discussion.
