THINGS TO DO IF CONFRONTED BY AN AGENT 
FOR THE DEPARTMENT OF HOMELAND SECURITY
· Request to see the agent’s government ID.

· Do not consent to any search.  You are not required to consent to a search without a warrant.

· If you are asked to show papers, ask to see a warrant (or ask if the agent has any basis to require papers).   If there is a warrant, read it and review it carefully to see if it really applies to what the agent is demanding.  

· Do not respond to questions or sign any “consent” forms.  You can say, “I’m sorry, I don’t feel comfortable answering any questions or showing you any papers without a warrant.”

· Observe and write down the details of any search.

· If you need assistance, consult an attorney.
