 The AB540 project is an after school program for Berkeley High school students created by UC Berkeley students in 2009. The goal of this program is to increase the representation of AB540/undocumented students in higher education. AB540 Students are one of the most disadvantage students, they do not qualify for federal financial aid therefore they have to rely on private scholarships to finance their education. The AB540 Project consists of weekly workshops in which UC Berkeley Students work close with high school students to get them familiarized with the scholarship and college application process. Each student is paired up with a UC Berkeley student.
