It began in 1983…

For 30 years, the Foundation has dedicated funding to annual classroom grants to teachers, and to the recruitment, training and placement of classroom volunteers. Over the years, BPEF has also lead major campaigns and provided seed funds for special initiatives with far reaching impacts. Highlights of our history include:
Awarded $6,684 as the first classroom grants in 1984. 

Hosted the first Spring Luncheon honoring educators in 1986.

Collaborated to fund and create the BHS Health Center with BUSD and the City.

Established Berkeley School Volunteers in 1991. 

Entered a 30-year partnership with Bayer Corporation that continues to support science in elementary and middle schools.
Saved the elementary school music program by rallying community-wide support and raising more than $250,000 in bridge funding.

Spearheaded the Rosa Parks Capital Campaign of $1.3 million for library, science labs, parent resource center and pre-school.  

Raised $300,000 for the Longfellow Theatre Capital Campaign. 

Focused  $200,000 on early literacy and the creation of   classroom libraries that have improved K-5 reading proficiency. 

Initiated the Summer Fellowships for Teachers in 2012

Aligned funding to programs addressing the city-wide 2020 Vision to achieve academic equity for our students

Facilitated donor-directed gifts and bequests to support literacy, arts, gardening, science, and small schools at the high school.
