2. demonstrate financial need for college tuition

3. have a minimum 3.0 GPA

4. will enroll in an accredited U.S. college full-time for the academic year 2017-2018

Documents Required
1. A completed Tzu Chi Scholarship application form
2. An official high school transcript
3. A copy of one of the following documents demonstrating the financial need:
a. Family’s complete set of 2016 1040 U.S. Income Tax Return, must include all schedules, or
b. Family’'s complete set of 2015 1040 U.S. Income Tax Return, must include all schedules, and 2016 W-2 and/or 1099, or
c. Any other official documentation which may serve as proof of financial hardship
4. Two letters of recommendation from teachers, counselors or other advisors
5. A typed autobiography (2 to 5 pages, double spaced) describing why you should be awarded this scholarship. Please include all of the
followings:
® Reason for your financial need
® Your personal and academic achievements
® Your academic and career plans
® Your past and current involvement, as well as future plans, towards making a difference in your community
6. A two-page (double spaced) essay about Tzu Chi describing how and what Tzu Chi inspires you.
