RULES AND REGULATIONS

The guest must meet and agree to the following rules and regulations:
1.) Students must not have any discipline issues prior to the event at their accredited
institution.
2.) Guests must be 20 years of age or younger by the date of the dance.
3.) Guests must have a valid ID for entry into the event.
4.) Ins and outs will not be permitted.
5.) BHS administrators or safety officers reserve the right to deny a guest initial entry to the
event before or at the event.

8.) Anyone who fails to abide by the rules and expectations of Berkeley High School and
those outlined above will be escorted out the event at the discretion of supervising adults.
No refund will be given.

2. Photocopy of a valid ID card for the guest (school ID, driver’s license, passport, or other
official ID). Ask your school, library, or a local copy shop to make a copy.

C. Once all info is provided and documents attached:

1. Make a final review of the rules and regulations once again before the event.
2. The BHS student must present the BHS Guest Pass and attached documents when
purchasing a ticket for his/her guest no later than five days before the event.
